To commemorate the Israeli
Declaration of Independence
of 1948, the Bukharian Times is
asking members of the commu-
nity where they were in 1948
and beyond as part of a new se-
ries.

"There was dancing
in the streets™

Samuel Abraham, 86

Samuel Abraham

"I was in India in 1948 and
arrived in Israel on the first anni-
versary of statehood," said Sam-
uel Abraham. "I arrived there on
Independence Day and didn’t
know anything about it. They
brought us on trucks, and while
they were bringing us from the
airport to the city, we saw lots of
trucks full of people with music
and dancing, hora dancing, and
all kinds of dancing and jumping
out of happiness. I arrived there
on an important day, like today."

Soon after his arrival, he was
sent to a Kibbutz that bordered
what is the Gaza Strip today for
over two years, where he milked
cows, worked hard in the fields,
and somehow fattened up: "I was
a child, skinny as all, so when I
arrived there they said ‘Send him
to a kibbutz! The food is good,
the air is good, everything is
good. He’ll grow better."

"So, they sent me to a Kib-

Bukharian Memories of Israel in 1948 and

butz for two-and-a-half years," he
said. After, he came back to Tel
Aviv where he finished school.
His older brother at the time
lived in New York and told him
to come over. "And so, almost 70
years ago, I came to America for
the first time."

That was just the beginning
of Samuel’s most interesting life.

"Then, after seven years of
high school and two degrees in
college (He earned a Bachelor’s
from NYU in Mathematics and
Economics; "I wanted to be an
Israeli diplomat," he said, which
is why he picked up econ), I went
to the army in Israel. I served in
one of the most delicate posi-
tions in the Ministry of Defense,"
he said. "It was a delicate spot
somebody who is not a fighter. |
was a college graduate and there
were about five of us: one from
London, another from Europe,
and the others from Israel. We

did research work."

"Two-and-a-half years passed
by and I was already 27." It
was time to finish up in Israel
and "time to get married", said
Abraham. Not only that, his par-
ents said they needed him to go
to Italy to take over the family
business (they were dealing in
precious stones), which he did
with gusto and success. Living in
Milan for 24 years, he struck up
a deal with Gucci, making them
jewelry, and his creations ended
up on the front page of maga-
zines and were worn by royalty.
"That’s when I became famous,"
he said.

"The precious stones, which
my father was sending from In-
dia, sold like hot cakes. I would
go to work with a bag full of mer-
chandise and leave with it full of
cash.”

But how did Samuel Abra-
ham end up in India anyway?
"My family was originally from
Uzbekistan. And at time of Bol-
shevik Revolution, my maternal
grandfather was very wealthy
man. The Bolsheviks came to the
house with guns in their hands
and said, ‘At this moment, with
no luggage, no food, no nothing,
you must drop everything and
you get out of the house. Other-
wise we will bury you here.”"

"They got scared. Luckily
my father had some connec-
tions here and there with peo-
ple and they brought the family
into Afghanistan by night using
[human smugglers/traffickers]. 1

was long, long time ago. On the
Ist of May, I’ll be 93."

Nektalov has been in the US
for 48 years. He has 17 grand-
children and 40 great grandchil-
dren. He’s a retired jeweler and
gems dealer. Aside from that,
he spent 45 years assisting with
funerals. "When somebody pass
away, I go and I help," he said
over the phone.

Nektalov emigrated to the US
directly, and only ever visited Is-
rael. That said, his entire family
is there...at Har HaZetim ceme-
tery.

"My father, my mother, my
grandfather, my grandmother,
my great-great grandfather, my
great-great  grandmother—they
are all buried there. My father, he
[thought] too much about [the]
cemetery in Israel. When he was
in Tashkent and Samarkand, he
said, “When I pass away, | must

was born in Kabul, Afghanistan.
From there, we wound up in In-
dia. The first part of it was India
at that time, now it is Pakistan.
From there we left for Bombay"
because "for Jews Bombay was
much better, freer, and then to Is-
rael and America."

The rest, as they say, is his-
tory.

"So that’s the story of my
life," said Abraham.

"It was a very long
time ago"

Roman Nektalov, 92,
Queens Retired Jeweler

Roman Nektalov was in
Tashkent, Uzbekistan when Isra-
el gained Independence in 1948.
When asked what he remembered
from that day, he answered, "This
is long story." And laughed. "This

be together with my grandfather,
Rahmin Nektalov.” He passed
away in 1912." When Roman’s
father passed away (he passed
away 19 days after arriving in Is-
rael), his wish came true and he
was buried there near his grand-
father (about 200 feet away).
When Roman’s mother passed
away, he brought her to Israel to
be buried next to his father.

When asked if he had any
living relatives in Israel, he was
very proud to report that his
grandson Jeremy Sofiev is in the
Israeli Army.

This conversation took place
over the phone; He promised he
would share more stories in per-
son soon.

Indian tabla master Zakir
Hussain is on a two-part tour of
US and Canada right now. After
kicking off with a sold-out show
in California on March 10, 2023,
the 13-date ""Masters of Percus-
sion" tour—the first part of his
North America tour—came to
an end on April 8 at Toronto’s
Massey Hall.

Who is
Zakir Hussain?

The undisputed tabla virtuoso
Zakir Hussain possesses "a virtu-
osity that is barely to be believed"
(Washington Post) and is widely re-
garded as the father of the contempo-
rary world music movement. Since
his professional debut at age 12 in
India (He was born in Mumbai in
1951 into a musical family), he has
collaborated with musicians such as
George Harrison, Herbie Hancock,
Miles Davis, and Yo-Yo Ma, and
founded the iconic band "Shakti".

His dazzling "Masters of Per-
cussion"  production—an  out-
growth of Hussain’s duet tours
with his late father, the legendary
Ustad Allarakha, otherwise known
as Alla Rakha, began in 1996 to
provide a platform for rarely heard
rhythm traditions from India. The
tour brings together fellow musical
heavyweights representing differ-
ent cultures and traditions, from In-
dian classical music to jazz, as well
as the occasional stringed instru-
ment. The 20+-year production is
a testament to Hussain's enduring
popularity and status as one of the
world's most respected musicians.

2023 "Masters
of Percussions”
US & Canada Tour

The early spring 2023 tour fea-
tured world music pioneer Hussain
along with a stellar cast of percus-
sionists from around the globe: sa-
rangi master Sabir Khan (a sarangi
is played with a bow like a violin,
but is held vertically); dholak
master Navin Sharma (a dholak
is a two-headed hand drum, usu-
ally for bhangra); djembe master
Meélissa Hi¢ from France/Burkina
Faso—the first woman Hussain
has featured on his biennial "Mas-
ters of Percussion" production
(djembe is an West African rope-
tuned skin-covered goblet drum);
Colombian percussionist Tupac
Mantilla; and, finally—drum roll
please!—Uzbek doyra master Ab-
bos Kosimov (the doyra is a tradi-
tional frame drum with real skin
and nickel rings).

The group performed to sold-
out crowds in major cities across
the US and Canada, and the re-

views were nothing short of ecstat-
ic: One reviewer called the show "a
masterclass in percussion," while
another said it was "a must-see for
any fan of world music."

"It’s an honor to play with Za-
kir Hussain. Wherever he goes in
the world, it’s exciting because it’s
always sold out," said Kosimov.

The show has been praised for
its energy, virtuosity, and ability
to cross cultural boundaries. Hus-
sain and his fellow musicians have
been lauded for their ability to cre-
ate music that is both traditional
and innovative, and for their abil-
ity to connect with audiences on a
deep level. The tour is a reminder
of the power of music to bring peo-
ple together—one of those people
being Kosimov.

Abbos Kosimov —
from Tashkent
to Stevie Wonder

Since 2006, Sacramento-based
international doyra master Abbos
Kosimov has been performing
and touring with Zakir Hussain on
his "Masters of Percussion" world
tour.

Born in Tashkent in 1970,
Kosimov began playing with the
doyra when he was 8 or 9 years
old, and remembers listening to
the classical Indian music of Hus-
sain’s father, Alla Rakha, around
that age, too.

Fast forward to 2003—for the
incredible story for how Kosimov
and Hussain met, which has its or-

igins in Taiwan.

"I was there for a drum festi-
val with my band Abbos Group,
which was a very famous group
in Uzbekistan (and still is). We
played traditional instruments
such as karnei, surnei, and doira,"
Kosimov recounted. "So, there we
were in Taiwan with groups from
around the world: one was called
Hands On’Semble from LA, and
there were some others from Afri-
ca, India, and many other places.

"Hands On’Semble really
liked how I played, and invited
me to record with them in the US.
They sent me an invitation for a
work visa, which I got from the
US Embassy in 2005. I went to
LA and began working together
with Hands On’Semble, which
was co-founded by percussionist
Randy Gloss (www.randygloss.
com). As we were recording songs
together he began inviting other
musicians. One named Munyungo
Jackson played percussion with
Stevie Wonder, and then next day
he took me to Stevie Wonder’s
house! We recorded a song togeth-
er called "A Time to Love" (album
same name), in which I played the
Uzbek doyra. (They released it in
2006, you can find it online.)

"Then another musician,
Adam Rudolph, invited me to his
home and told me, ‘I want to bring
you to New York because there is
going to be a big drum festival.
There will be very famous musi-
cians coming, like Zakir Hussain,
Terry Bozzio, Giovanni Hidalgo.’
(Hidalgo is a very famous conga
player.)

"So, we went to New York and
rehearsed before the concert and
Zakir Hussain was there. I brought
some souvenirs, like small drums
and a small doyra, and gave them
to everybody. I wanted to play
with him but didn’t ask him for his
contact information like everyone
else. He was really famous.

"Two months later, Zakir Hus-
sain called my friend Salahuddin’s
phone looking for me. I didn’t
speak English at that time. Sala-

huddin told me that Zakir Hussain
said, ‘I’ve been looking for Abbos
for two months. I called every-
where, even Uzbekistan, and they
told me Abbos is not here, he is in
the US. Where is he?’

"Salahuddin said, ‘He’s with
me right now.” Zakir then asked
if we could meet in the airport in
New Jersey. So that’s how we met.

"My first tour with him was in
2006, and I have done many tours
with him since around the world—
even to Australia."

2023 Tour Highlights

On the most recent tour, Ko-
simov played collectively with
the group—with Colombian and
African drummers—and also had
10-to-15-minute improvised so-
los. He draws upon his own style
of Uzbek percussion that he’s de-
veloped over the years, and also
incorporates Indian rhythms and
other world music traditions. "I
learned everything from Zakir,"
said Kosimov.

When asked what the most
memorable part of the tour has
been, Kosimov said, "First, I'm
truly honored to be able to play
with a legendary talent such as Za-
kir Hussain all these years, touring
with him around the world. Wher-
ever we perform, be it Singapore
or San Diego, the venues are al-
ways sold-out. We’re talking 3,000
to 4,000 seats. It really excites me
to see so many people. The ma-
jority of them, about 80-90%, are
Indian people. Indian people re-
spect not only their own classical
Indian music but also music of
other traditions. When I’m playing
the doyra and see them happily
clapping along to Uzbek and Tajik
rhythms, it really fills me with so
much pride and joy."

What’s next

"I want to try to go to India and
spend winter there. Many people
know me there and there is a big
festival happening every year so
I’'m going to play there and stay
there," said Kosimov.

More about
Abbos Kosimov

Aside from touring with Hus-
sain, Kosimov runs a school of
Doyra, composes music for films,
and still has his band the Abbos
Group. Kosimov has performed
at Carnegie Hall and was award-
ed the title of "Honored Artist of
Uzbekistan" in 2001. Abbos is
dedicated to preserving and pro-
moting Uzbek percussive arts, and
believes his music to be deeply re-
flective of Uzbek history, religion,
heritage and cultural traditions.

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PARASHAH

In our Parasha this week,
we will discuss the prohibi-
tion for Kohanim to become

ritually impure—particu-
larly, from the impurity of a
corpse.

The verse that speaks about
this is a bit strange. The Torah
repeats itself twice: "And G-d
said to Moses: Speak to the
Kohanim, the sons of Aaron,
and say to them: Let none [of
you] defile himself for any dead
person among his people." (Le-
viticus 21:1)

Why does the verse repeat
the command to speak to the
Kohanim, when it has already
done so at the beginning?

Rashi has an explanation:
“To admonish the adult [Ko-
hanim to be responsible] for the
minors [that they must not con-
taminate them (Mizrachi)”—
(Yev. 114a).

This means that the Torah
wants the Kohanim elders to
warn the youth about this top-
ic of impurity. The Torah wants
the elder Kohanim to care about
the next generation. What's
very interesting is that this is
not the only place we have seen
this idea.

In the Talmud tractate Ye-
vamot 114a, Rabbis say that,
while it is a mitzvah to educate
our children on all of the To-
rah’s commandments, the To-
rah only explicitly emphasizes
this in three places, pertaining
to the following topics: 1) The
prohibition of eating [insects];
2) The prohibition of eating or
drinking blood; and 3) The pro-
hibition of impurity for the Ko-
hanim. (Our topic.)

In all of those topics, the
Torah uses special language
to teach us that elders need to
care about younger people and
to avoid committing these sins.

The following question
comes to mind: Why did the
Torah specifically choose these
three topics for elders to teach
the next generation?

We have so many other
mitzvot that are still relevant
today and it would make much
more sense for the Torah to
teach us about those!

The idea of elders being
responsible for children is ba-
sically the idea of education.
Every adult needs to teach the
next generation how to behave
so the continuation of humanity
stays on the right track. So why
is the idea of education in the
Torah found especially in those

three topics, which are not
things that people are typically
tempted by?

Let's understand what's be-
hind those three sins:

1) Eating (insects): the Tal-
mud in Horayot 1la says that
the nature of a normal human
being is to be disgusted from
eating them,;

2) Eating or drinking
blood: Rashi in Deuteronomy
12:23 says that at that time,
Jewish people liked eating or
drinking blood so much that
this was one their biggest temp-
tations;

and 3) Becoming impure
from a corpse (for the Ko-
hanim): That is something that
we cannot fully understand. As
the Rambam says in the end of
the Laws of Mikvaot, the con-
cepts of purity or impurity are
beyond our comprehension.

From those three ideas we
can extrapolate three visions in
the field of education:

Firstly, we may find our-
selves in a situation where we
are faced with someone who is
rude and immoral, or even our
own children who have reached
a low point in their lives. It may
be easy to give up on them and
think that they are a lost cause.
There's nothing we can do!
However, the Torah teaches us
that we should never give up
on anyone, no matter how low
they have fallen. Even someone
who eats insects can be educat-
ed and redeemed. It is the re-
sponsibility of elders to educate
the young, and we should never
turn our backs on anyone who
needs help.

Secondly, some people be-
lieve that education is only ef-
fective for those who have not

yet fallen into bad behavior—
that a person who has strayed
can't be saved. However, the
Torah teaches us that it is never
too late to educate someone and
redirect his way. Even if some-
one is struggling with a bad
temptation, such as the Jewish
peoples' desire to drink blood at
that time, the Torah asks elders
to do everything they can to
help them overcome it, and to
never give up on someone who
is struggling.

And thirdly, some people
believe that education is only
possible on subjects that are
meaningful and understand-
able. However, the Torah teach-
es us that even subjects that
are beyond our understanding,
such as trust in G-d or spiri-
tuality, can be taught through
education. The Torah teaches
us that elders have a responsi-
bility to teach youngsters about
these subjects, eg. about purity
and impurity, even though they
may not fully understand them
themselves.

We’ve grown used to the
explosion of shows about Hare-
di life in recent years, and the
subsequent fascination with
Orthodoxy has led to a multi-
tude of podcasts and op-eds on
the community. Perhaps it even
contributed to the splash that
The New York Times made with
its investigation of Hasidic ye-
shivas last year.

Much of the media about
Haredi life has focused on de-
tails viewers are likely to find
odd or prurient — married
women’s wigs; couples sleep-
ing in separate beds; the shid-
duch process.

Rough Diamonds, created
by Rotem Shamir and Yuval
Yefet who worked together on
the Israeli thriller Fauda, feels
far more like Uncut Gems than

There’s yet another Netflix show ahout

Unorthodox. It’s full of back-
room dealings with the Alba-
nian mob and people punching
each other in the face.

But it’s also full of Haredi
life. The show, which is mostly
in Flemish and Yiddish, is set
in Antwerp’s diamond bourse,
which is the biggest diamond
trading business in the world.
Two of the most important dia-
mantaires, as the diamond trad-

ing businesses are known, were
founded by Hasidic families,
and business in the district was
historically conducted in Yid-
dish and closed on Shabbat.
Rough Diamonds follows
the multiple generations of the
Wolfson family, who run an old
and respected diamond business
that has fallen on hard times as
modernity and globalization
have changed the trade. Some

of the outlines of the show
even come from the real-life in-
trigue: An investigator is trying
to crack down on the commu-
nity for its financial maneuver-
ing, which actually happened
in 2012. (The investigator is
one of the few characters who
seems antisemitic; she is a bit
too hungry to crack down on the
diamond "cabal.")

But the series also delves
into the family’s internal ten-
sions. One of the brothers,
Noah, left the Hasidic world
and broke ties with his family.
But he returns for a funeral,
with his young son, and finds
the family business on the verge
of collapse, quickly becoming
embroiled once again in his
family’s world.

Shows about Haredi life
tend to focus on someone who
doesn’t quite fit into the com-
munity or seeks to break out,
painting the Haredi world as
unbearably repressive. But
Noah doesn’t quite follow the
template. While he starts out
prickly and guarded, snapping
at anything that reminds him of
his old life, he soon loosens up
and joins the family’s prayers
at a shiva. His son—though not
Jewish by Orthodox standards,
thanks to his gentile mother—is
drawn to the newfound customs,
excitedly putting on a kippah
and learning the Shabbat bless-
ings. (Whether a Haredi family
would embrace a grandson with
a non-Jewish mother as a Jew
seems perhaps unlikely, but it
makes for a nice storyline.)

The main beats of the plot
are attached to the diamond
business and its drama, but all
with the Haredi world as its
backdrop. There are discussions
of Jewish burial rules, wed-
dings, kosher internet and syn-
agogue drama, all of which are
part and parcel of the politics of
the diamond trade. There’s even
a plotline in which the family
uses a chevra kadisha van to
smuggle illegal goods across
the border to London.

Yet as essential as Jewish-
ness is to the plot, it also feels
like an afterthought—in a good
way. The focus is not the exot-
icism of Orthodox life, but the
intrigue of diamonds and ma-
fia deals. Judaism doesn’t feel
connected to the characters’
rapacity and corruption. The
characters’ flaws are the same
as in any thriller, their concerns
and machinations the same as in
any big family business. (Suc-
cession, anyone?) Jewishness,
if anything, is the force that
recalls the characters to good,
with its emphasis on communi-
ty and mitzvot.

Rough Diamonds has its
flaws; drawing a thriller out
across an entire TV season
leads to some overly convo-
luted storylines and gratuitous
fighting, plus some of the ro-
mance seems a little contrived.
But its portrayal of Jewishness
is more detailed, nuanced and
human than many of the previ-
ous shows that set out to focus
exclusively on Haredi life. Is
it accurate? Probably not — 1
doubt there are quite that many
fistfights in Antwerp’s cholent
shops.

CYBER SEGURITY

Microsoft Threat Intel-
ligence on Tuesday issued a
report titled, "Iran turning
to cyber-enabled influence
operations for greater ef-
fect." The report says Iran
"continues to be a significant
threat actor" in cyber-at-
tacks, and has added a new
playbook, leveraging its "cy-
ber-enabled influence opera-
tions (10)" to achieve its geo-
political aims.

According to Microsoft,
its researchers have suggested
that Iran’s efforts have been
rapidly accelerating since June
2022: "We attributed 24 unique
cyber-enabled influence oper-
ations to the Iranian govern-
ment last year—including 17
from June to December—com-

pared to just seven in 2021."
The FBI in January 2022,

released a Private Industry No-

tification that provided a his-

torical overview of the tactics,
techniques, and procedures,
of the Iranian cyber company
Emennet Pasargad, to help on-

line users identify and defend
against the group’s malicious
cyber activities.

"We assess that most of
Iran’s cyber-enabled influence
operations are being run by
Emennet Pasargad, an Iranian
state actor sanctioned by the
US Treasury Department for
their attempts to undermine
the integrity of the 2020 US
Presidential Elections," Mic-
rosoft said.

On November 18, 2021, the
US Department of the Trea-
sury’s Office of Foreign Assets
Control sanctioned six Iranian
individuals and Emennet Pas-
argad for "imposing Certain
Sanctions in the Event of For-
eign Interference in a United
States election."”

According to the Microsoft
report, Iran’s techniques may
have changed, but its targets
have not. "These operations re-
main focused on Israel, promi-
nent Iranian opposition figures

and groups, and Tehran’s Gulf
state adversaries."

"Iran directed nearly a
quarter (23%) of its cyber op-
erations against Israel between
October of 2022 and March of
2023, with the United States,
United Arab Emirates, and
Saudi Arabia also bearing the
brunt of these efforts," accord-
ing to Microsoft.

Iran has also adopted cy-
ber-enabled 10 against its own
nationwide protests, by leak-
ing information aimed at em-
barrassing prominent regime
opposition figures or exposing
their "corrupt"” relationships.

At the same time, the fu-
ture threat of increasingly de-
structive Iranian cyberattacks
remains against Israel and the
United States, according to
Microsoft.

Note from the Editor:
In issue 1100, we began fea-
turing excerpts of Robert
Pinkhasov’s new book, Bukh-
arian Jews in the History of
Centuries (XVII—beginning
XXI cc.), published by Da
Mor Imperial, Inc. (2022,
Brooklyn, NY) each week.
Here is the 9th installment:
In IV BC, when Judea was
conquered by Alexander the
Great, he brought in Hellenis-
tic culture, which had its influ-
ence on this country. At first,
the Jews considered sport as
a representation of idolatry—
competitions were a part of the
gods-Olympians cult amongst
Greeks. The attempt of the
forced Hellenization led to a
violent uprising of Maccabees.
After their victory, stadiums
and gymnasium halls that had
opened in the preceding years
were destroyed. The way with
which people in their mass re-
lated to sport hadn’t changed
even in the later period when
King Herod I (I BC) tried to
bring Jews closer to the ide-
als of Greek culture. He had
built the stadiums, arranged
the games like those of the
Olympics, and donated large
sums of money to the Olympic
Games in Greece. However,
the sporting events were still
perceived as a part of idola-
trous worship and sports as a
sin. Jews involved in sports
were considered apostates
and often quickly assimilated
among other nations.
Subsequently, the elements
of religious service were with-
drawn and people started re-
lating to sport activities and
competitions as the means to
promote health, athletic mas-
tery and development of physi-
cal strength. Jews also changed
their attitude toward the sport.
Thus, in XVI century, Moshe
Isserles allowed Jews to play
the ball games even on Sabbath
and holidays, justifying his de-
cision by the thesis from Tosa-
fot to treatise of Betz Y. Karo.
He, however, disagreed with
it. Nevertheless, ball games
received some recognition and
popularity in Jewish environ-
ment during the Middle Ages.
There is some evidence of
Jewish engagement in sports
in the Middle Ages. For exam-
ple, "Shevet Judah" indicates
that Jews of Spain were EX-
CELLENT in fencing. Some

researchers emphasize that
Jews almost with no exception
considered exercise necessary
for self-defense or perceived
it as an entertainment (ex.:
dancing, chess or game for
children). In IV century Syria
Jewish youth exercised by lift-
ing heavy stones. In Provence,
Jews participated in horseback
falconry.

There is evidence of Jews
participating in running, jump-
ing and throwing stones com-
petitions in Germany and Italy
at the end of the XIV centu-
ry. There is even a song ded-
icated to the Jewish runners,
composed in Italy in 1513.
An Austrian Jew by the name
of Ott became popular in the
XVI century. He put together
a manual on wrestling called
"Wrestling by Ott." Andre Yud
published a similar manual for
fencing.

A renewed interest in the
sport took over the world in
the beginning of the XIX cen-
tury. Jews have taken their
part in this process. As a rule,
they were strong in the popular
sports in the countries where
they lived (in Hungary — swim-
ming, in the US — boxing, in
Russia — chess). However,
there are some general trends
for Jewish athletes regardless
of the countries of their resi-
dence. Jews are traditionally
strong in checkers and chess,
boxing, wrestling, fencing and
table tennis.

Physical culture
and sports
in Central Asia

Jews that lived among Cen-
tral Asian nations have been
practicing a variety of physi-
cal exercises to develop spir-
itual and physical qualities to
prepare for the defense against
the enemy and battles during

the military campaigns. These
practices included: archery,
darts and spears throwing,
wrestling, equestrian compe-
titions and games. In IV BC,
the sports competitions were
held. In Sogd and Bactria
(III century BC), for instance
there were famous acrobats
and tightrope walkers. In I-I11
centuries BC, in Central Asia,
chess, belt wrestling (Kurash),
and equestrian game Ulak (bat-
tle where winner gets the goat)
became popular. The develop-
ment of trade called for long
horse trips, which required the
horse’s and jockey’s high fit-
ness. Special equestrian sports
events where participants com-
peted in riding range (poyga)
were held.

As a part of culture, physi-
cal culture served for spiritual
development and as means to
maintain health for the peoples
who inhabited Central Asian
territories. The physical and
marital cultures had reached
their highest point of devel-
opment in XIV-XV centuries.
Soldier’s physical education
was treated as something very
important. Numerous wres-
tling, archery and equestrian
games were arranged to serve
this purpose. The purpose of
most exercises was to train the
riders, clever and strong fight-
ers, archers and javelin throw-
ers. The game of equestrian
chovgan (or polo ball) was
very popular among the sol-
diers. Among the active games
there were those that included
elements of throwing, wres-
tling, running, and jumping.
The walkers (dorbozy), who
showed their art at festivals,
were very popular at that time,
especially in Bukhara.

National games and com-
petitions are at the core of the
physical education system.

The racing associations
were created in 1882 and 1894

in Tashkent and Samarkand to
hold the equestrian racetracks
events. The association of am-
ateur cyclists built a wooden
track (1900), which held com-
petitions of local amateur and
professional cyclists from the
central cities of Russia. Influ-
enced by the public, progres-
sive community sports orga-
nizations were created in the
early 20th century.

The association of gym-
nastics and physical exercise
fans was created in Tashkent
in 1904. The sports fans asso-
ciation was created in Tash-
kent and Fergana and "Discus
Thrower" association in Andi-
jan in 1913. All of them main-
ly cultivated football, athletics
and Sokolsky gymnastics (the
system of physical education,
established in the Czechia in
XIX century.) The first work-
ers’ sports clubs were orga-
nized in Tashkent in 1910 by
the printing workers at the
Staff Military District publish-
er. They held the trainings for
gymnasts, athletes, weightlift-
ers and football players. The
French championship fights
featuring famous and local
fighters who played their vital
role in the development of this
sport were held from 1908 in
circuses.

Prior to 1917, physical cul-
ture and sports were the prop-
erty of a few. Sports grounds
and halls were very small,
there were no qualified staff
of teachers and trainers. The
working masses almost never
participated in physical train-
ing and sports competitions.
The use of folks in physical
culture in the interests of the
ruling class often gave various
physical exercises and games
a religious and cult character.
This brought in cruelty, brutal-
ity, and class limitations and
led to the incitement of ethnic
hatred.

Physical culture
and sports during
the Soviet era

In the first years of Sovi-
et rule, physical culture and
sports in Central Asia were led
by General Education Com-
mittee (Vseobuch) (est. 1918).
In 1920, the General Educa-
tion Committee of Turkestan
front had created a Central
Council of Physical Culture.
In 1923, by the decree of the
Presidium of the Central Ex-
ecutive Committee of Turkes-
tan ASSR the Regional Coun-
cil of Physical Education was
established to manage and
control the implementation of
physical culture and sports in
the country. Since 1918, the
establishment of sports work-
shops for the working people
has become a mass phenome-
non in the cities of Turkestan
ASSR. Many famous athletes
and leaders of sports move-
ments were trained in these
workshops. In 1918, a sports
club for children was opened
in Tashkent to unite various
workshops and the Union of
Hunters and Sportsmen under
its wing.

Swimming, athletics, gym-
nastic classes, and football
teams were established in
Tashkent public university.
From 1918, football games of
Tashkent and other cities of
Turkestan began to be held on
regular basis. Many gymnastic
workshops organized earlier,
such as the gymnastic asso-
ciation "Sokol", "North", and
others continued with their ac-
tivities. Various competitions
among students were held reg-
ularly since 1919.

In 1920, in Tashkent there
were more than 15 sports or-
ganizations. The Ist Central
Asian Olympics of 1920 was
a big event for the athletes
of the Soviet Turkestan: it
was a demonstration of their
achievements and over 250
people attended it. The pro-
gram  included  athletics,
equestrian  sport, football,
chess and other sports compe-
titions. Such sports as weight-
lifting, wrestling, boxing, bas-
ketball, and gymnastics were
included into the program of
the 2nd Central Asian Olym-
pics (1921, 240 sportsmen).
Women were allowed to par-
ticipate in these competitions.

The Kremlin on May 3 ac-
cused Ukraine of attempting to
hit the residence of President
Vladimir Putin inside the Mos-
cow complex with two drones
overnight.

Ukraine denied any involve-
ment in the alleged attack or in
sending the drones, which the
Kremlin press service said were
destroyed "as a result of timely
action by the military and special
services."

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry
Peskov said in a statement that
Russia considers the action "a
planned terrorist act and an at-
tempted attack against the pres-
ident" and "reserves the right to
carry out responsive measures."

The statement notes that it oc-
curred ahead of Victory Day on
May 9 and that a military parade
scheduled on the date is expected
to be attended by international
guests. The alleged drone attack

will not affect plans to hold the
parade, Peskov said.

Mykhaylo Podolyak, adviser
to the Ukraine’s presidential of-
fice, denied Ukraine’s involve-
ment in any attacks on Russian
territory, including the alleged
drone attack on the Kremlin.

"The emergence of unidenti-
fied unmanned aerial vehicles at
energy facilities or on Kremlin’s
territory can only indicate the
guerrilla activities of local resis-
tance forces," Podolyak said on
Twitter.

"The loss of power con-
trol over the country by Putin’s
clan is obvious. But on the oth-
er hand, Russia has repeatedly

talked about its total control over
the air. In a word, something is
happening in RF, but definitely
without Ukraine's drones over
the Kremlin," he tweeted shortly
after the statement by Kremlin.

According to Podolyak, "Rus-
sia is clearly preparing a large-
scale terrorist attack. That's why
it first detains a large allegedly
subversive group in Crimea. And
then it demonstrates "drones over
the Kremlin."

He said Ukraine has been
waging "an exclusively defen-
sive war" and does not attack
targets on the territory of Russia,
adding, "This does not solve any
military issue."

Meanwhile, Moscow May-
or Sergei Sobyanin said he was
banning the use of unauthorized
civilian drones in the city. It
remains unclear if Sobyanin's
move is connected to the Krem-
lin-claimed drone attack by
Ukraine.

from Maryland to Retire in 2024 at 80

Democrat Ben Cardin of
Maryland, who has represent-
ed the State of Maryland in
the Senate since 2007, on Mon-
day announced his retirement.
Cardin is an Orthodox Jew
and a great friend of Israel,
although his relationship with
Prime Minister Benjamin Net-
anyahu over the years has been
strained.

Cardin, 79, issued a state-
ment saying, “I have run my last
election and will not be on the
ballot in 2024, but there is still
much work to be done. During
the next two years, I will con-
tinue to travel around the state,
listening to Marylanders and re-
sponding to their needs.”

Cardin and his family attend-
ed the Modern Orthodox Beth
Tfiloh Congregation near their
home, with which the family had
been affiliated for three genera-
tions.

Senator Cardin voted against
President Obama’s proposed nu-
clear deal with Iran in 2015, but
his vote did not deny Obama the
required number of senate votes
to support his eventual veto of
a Republican rejection. Cardin
expressed reservations about the
Iran deal ahead of the vote, but
unlike Senator Chuck Schum-
er of New York and Bob Me-
nendez of New lJersey, the two
other Democratic Senators who
opposed the deal, his decision
came too late to have a tangible
influence on the outcome.

Cardin, who served as a
senior member of the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee,
and played a prominent role in
forging the Nuclear Agreement
Review Act that made Congress
pivotal in approving or rejecting
a deal with Iran, told the Balti-
more Sun at the time, “There’s
high risk in both directions, but
I think the risk is higher in the
long run by going forward with
this deal. There is no reason to
believe Iran won’t continue its
past activities.”

Cardin criticized Netanya-
hu for his controversial speech
before Congress, without White
House approval. The Senator
told NPR that Netanyahu’s de-
cision to speak was “inappropri-
ate,” and added, “I don’t think
he has been credible for many of
us.” But he agreed with Netanya-
hu that the deal had problems:
“Well, we knew the Prime Min-
ister was opposed to the frame-
work, so we’re not surprised by
his view against the agreement.
But I must tell you, Israel’s secu-
rity issues are of major concern.
We don’t want to see an arms
race in the Middle East, so it is
a factor.”

Cardin was a co-sponsor
in December 2016 of a Senate
resolution against UN Security
Council Resolution 2334, which
condemned Israeli settlement
building in the liberated territo-
ries as a violation of international
law. Cardin said that “Congress
will take action against efforts at
the UN, or beyond, that use Res-
olution 2334 to target Israel.”
As it happened, the US did not
veto the resolution, in a gesture
of hostile farewell from Obama
to Bibi.

Cardin supported President
Donald Trump’s 2020 decision
to recognize Jerusalem as Isra-
el’s capital. He stated at the time:
“Jerusalem is the capital of the
State of Israel and the location of
the US Embassy should reflect
this fact.”

Cardin and Senator Rob Port-
man (R-Ohio) proposed the Isra-
el Anti-Boycott Act in late 2018
making it illegal for companies
to engage in boycotts against Is-
rael and Israeli settlements in the
territories.

The NY Times on Tuesday
mentioned Maryland Democrats
Jamie Raskin, David Trone, and
Angela Alsobrooks, as potential
replacements for Senator Cardin.
Former Governor Larry Hogan
was mentioned as the Republi-
can contender, although the last
time Maryland elected a Repub-
lican to the Senate was in 1980.

DUSHANBE—Bakhsh, or
green plov, is also called plov
of Bukharian Jews. It is un-
usually tasty, but not for ev-
eryone. And it is also Uzbek. In
this text there will be a recipe
for this deliciously wonderful
dish. So get ready to salivate!
After all, those who love Uzbek
cuisine, who are not too lazy
to work hard and make real
Uzbek plov, will be interested
in the experiment with green
plov. After all, bakhsh is liter-
ally a green plov with beef.

And why is bakhsh called
green plov? This will immediate-
ly become clear as soon as you
read the list of ingredients for
this oriental dish. It has a lot of
greenery. And even vegetable oil,
which is added in a small amount
according to the recipe, is also
green. Because olive. And ac-
cording to the author, it is better

N

that it is not refined. This
will add another "zest"
to the taste of Bukhara
Jews’ plov.

It must also be said
that the green Uzbek
plov and the usual one
have both a difference
and a similarity. Both
that, and another is con-
nected with proportions
of products. And if for
the preparation of ordi-
nary plov we take rice,
lamb and carrots in equal
parts, then green plov in equal
parts should include the same
rice, and then beef and cilantro.
And in slightly smaller quanti-

ties, two other varieties of greens:
parsley and onion (green). Here
is the explanation for the name of
our dish. So, we are preparing for
ourselves bakhsh - green plov.

Let's move on to the list of
ingredients. To prepare an un-
usually green Uzbek plov, we
need:

e rice — 1 cup

* beef — % pound

e cilantro — 1 cup

* parsley — 1 bunch

e green onions — 1 bunch

* onion — 1 head

e chicken fat — 3.5 table-
spoons

¢ olive oil — 2 tablespoons

* salt and pepper - to taste

e water — 2 cups

Preparation

First, we must cut our beef
into small cubes (about a cen-
. timeter by a cen-
timeter), and the
onion very finely.
We also chop the
chicken fat. Next,
we heat the pan,
pour olive oil on
it, and then lay
out the meat and
fat. Please note
that the meat
needs to be fried
only a little, that
is, until the col-
or changes. If we
keep it on fire longer than the
necessary time, then it can be-
come drier, which means that the
bakhsh will come out dry.

When the meat changes col-
or, add finely chopped onion
to it and mix everything. Now
cover with a lid and reduce the
heat. After that, we finely chop
cilantro, parsley, green onions.
And all this is mixed into a mass
that will have a simply magical
aroma!

Now back to our meat. It,
along with the onion, must be
transferred to a saucepan with
a thick bottom, or better, of
course, in a cauldron. We spread
the greens there, and then we
wash the rice and also add it to
the cauldron. After that, mix ev-
erything together and pour water
into the cauldron. Then add salt,
pepper to taste and mix again our
bakhsh, green Uzbek plov, plov
of Bukhara Jews ... I wonder if
it has other names? Perhaps the
author knows one thing: "my
charm...".

Now you need to put the
cauldron with plov on the fire
and leave for 30-40 minutes.
And, voila! Our green plov is
ready! Beautiful! Rice to rice,
everything is soaked in the juic-
es of greens, onions and meat.
And don’t just believe me—
check for yourself how unusu-
ally delicious it is! And do not
forget to serve green tea with it,
as per tradition. It will be very
helpful.
